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	John and Julie Doe had steady jobs, were happily married, and had plans for a two-income lifestyle without children. John has a teenage child from a prior relationship.  Last year John’s company abruptly closed its location in Chattanooga where John was sales manager for a local radio and electronics store. John decided to take some time to return to school and complete his computer engineering degree while Julie supported them. Just six months prior to completing his degree, Julie, who is a self-employed consultant with a hectic travel schedule, discovered she was expecting and had complications with the pregnancy. With both of them out of work, large medical deductibles ate all of their savings. They are unable to pay their expenses, John is behind on his child support obligation, and creditors are threatening foreclosure and repossession. The stress has become unbearable and they have had to start marital counseling. They saw your commercial telling them that life is too short to live under that kind of stress. They want the relief you offer in 48 hours and they have decided that they “Have gotta get” an attorney and get on the right track. John and Julie have come to you for help. 
	They do have some good news. John has found lucrative employment in the technology field and Julie has delivered a healthy baby, found good childcare, and has been offered a salaried position without travel which begins in January of 2018.  It looks like there is regular income and value in the assets which they want to save. You counsel a chapter 13 as the best course for their objectives. 
	They have a two mortgages on their residence, a loan cosigned by John’s mother for the home’s heat pump that had to be replaced recently, a mortgage on a small fishing cabin in Georgia that John inherited from his father, car loans, past due bills on their cell phone contract, a debt that Julie consigned to enable her mother to buy a car, John’s loan from his purchase of a motorcycle when times were good, and John’s school loan. When times were tight, they obtained several loans from finance companies and a former business partner of John’s has a judgment lien recorded in Hamilton County.
